 Blunt smoking, hollowed cigar (tobacco leaf)
wrappers filled with a mixture of marijuana and
tobacco, is more common among YBM than
men of other racial/ethnic groupsrounetal., 2022)

e Blunt users are at increased risk for nicotine

exposure and addiction and may be unaware of
this(Broun etal., 2022).
