       SUBJECT: Academic Senate Executive Committee  
       Writing Intensive Course Approval Procedural Memo 

 
Because the General Education Policy (19-08) no longer includes writing intensive 
courses as General Education requirements, and 
Because the GEGC will likely be inundated with new and revised course proposals now 
that the GE Moratorium is over, 
For the 2020-21 Academic Year, the Graduation Writing Assessment Requirement 
Committee (GWARC) shall be the body that reviews new and revised Writing Intensive 
courses to determine whether they satisfy the Graduation Writing Assessment 
Requirement. The GWAR Committee shall design a review plan and communicate that 
plan to the Senate Executive Committee and the CEPC simultaneously; the Senate 
Executive Committee will approve the plan prior to dissemination. The GWAR Policy 
(12-12) notes that the GWARC reports to the CEPC. 
We also plan for the continued use of the 2012 GE Policy (12-00) criteria and the 2012 
GWAR Policy (12-12) for the development of new courses and review of existing WI 
courses for the 2020-21 Academic Year. 
Procedurally, this process requires evaluation in the following order: 
 
For WI courses: 

1. Department curriculum committee review 
2. College curriculum committee review 
3. GWARC review (instead of GEGC review) 
4. CEPC approval of GWARC’s recommendations, as a supplement/summary 

(parallel with the way CEPC reviews GEGC’s recommendations for GE  
4. GEGC review of GE requirement or requirements 
5. CEPC approval of GWARC and GEGC’s recommendations related to 

corresponding requirements, as a supplement/summary 
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
